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Dear Leaders and Participants,
This letter is designed to give you important information regarding the Presbytery of the James’ trip to the Montreat Youth Conference, July 15 – 21, 2012.  

Housing/Participation
We will be staying in Anderson, one of Montreat College’s student dorms, and eating the meals in the Howerton Cafeteria. The Presbytery of the James plans to take a total of 10 youth and 5 adults to the conference. Adult volunteers should fill out the registration forms and contact Lyndsey McCall about interest as soon as possible. For the POJ, it is new this year to be taking a youth delegation to Montreat in effort to give opportunities to young people particularly from small congregations. Any high school youth of the POJ is encouraged to apply. Those that have not been to the conference, those from a smaller congregation, and those in their Junior and Senior years will have first priority but this should not deter anyone from applying. 
Payments

The cost is $500 per person.  This covers transportation, lodging, meals, and the cost of the conference.  Bills will be set up at the Presbytery office under your church name.  The $200 per person deposit (non-refundable, but exchangeable) is due with the registration forms.  In order to establish accounts, we ask that all payments are made with church checks.  Your participants can make their payments to the church and the church can send in one check listing participants it covers. Churches are recommended to pay at least half the cost.  Accounts need to be paid in full by May 06, 2012.  Payments are to be made to Presbytery of the James.  

Forms

Each participant will need to fill out a medical release forms and covenant for Montreat, to cover the day, and one for the Presbytery, to cover the trip and in the evening and free time.  These forms will be sent out when applications are received and must be returned to Lyndsey McCall by May 6 with final payment in order for each participant to be completely registered for the conference.  Please review the information about the Montreat Conference Center.  This will give you an idea of what to pack and what to expect while on the trip.  I will be creating a Montreat Email group that will be used later for important trip updates and any additional information you will need for packing.

May 06, 2012, when final payment is due, we will have a gathering “meet and greet” in effort to make friends and give out additional travel information. If you have any other questions, please feel free to ask and I will do my best in answering them.
